In order to conduct business at our annual meeting,
bylaws require attendance or proxy vote by a quorum
(35%) of homeowners. This means that 70 of our
200 households need to be represented either in
person or by proxy.

Any major alterations to the exterior of your home
must be approved by the Association Board of
Directors. This
includes decks,
fencing, patios,
hot tubs,
basketball hoops, etc. “Alteration Forms” can be
mailed or faxed from the management company (call
663-1900). Please submit your plan ideas along with
this form, at least two-weeks prior to construction, to
the management company for approval. Forms can
also be downloaded from www.Arbor-Hills.com.

In addition, only four vehicles may be stored
or parked by each single-family home. The Board of
Directors is tracking down violations of this city law
in our neighborhood.
